National Reconciliation Week is an annual event in
Australia, celebrated from 27" May to 3 June, that
commemorates two significant milestones in the
reconciliation journey. It's a seen as an opportunity
for all Australians to learn about shared histories,
cultures, and achievements, and to explore how they
can contribute to achieving reconciliation.

| This year at the Junior Campus students engaged in a
variety of meaningful activities. Year 3-6 students
watched several clips that highlighted the significance
of the week and the history behind the Referendum
and Mabo Day whilst our Prep-Year 2 students
enjoyed reading Indigenous stories with their
classroom teachers. These activities sparked rich and
thoughtful discussions within classrooms about
equality and respect. Additionally, Prep-Year 6
students chose to take part in the “Bridging Now to
Next” lunchtime activity, where they coloured in
leaves as a symbolic gesture of connection and
reflection.

Senior Campus students marked Reconciliation Week
with some homegroup activities that included
reflecting on what we are NOW doing as part of the
college’s reconciliation journey and what we would
like to do NEXT. We put together our ideas onto
leaves which will form an installation to represent a
bridge, similar to the Reconciliation Bridge Walk that
took place at Sydney Harbour Bridge in May 2000,
where 250,000 people walked across the Sydney
Harbour Bridge in a display of reconciliation. During
the week, Hands on Learning students baked and
decorated cupcakes for Morning Tea for Culture
which is a fundraiser designed to help Aboriginal
children in care to heal and connect to culture.
Students supported this event by buying a cupcake,
which was very popular. The SRC hosted a quiz at
lunchtime during the week which was well received.
Students had the opportunity to form a team and
answer questions and win some prizes.

Installation of our mural, “The Long Journey”

At the end of Term 1 we finally installed our long awaited, whole-school mural in the breezeway near
the main office. This project commenced in Term 3, 2023, with the assistance of Sherry Johnstone.
“The Long Journey™ art project was coordinated by Gina Mills, to help educate this generation and
future generations of the importance of integrating local Aboriginal culture, symbols and language into
our leaming.

Students were inspired by Sherry’s antworks, which feature symbols and landmarks iconic to our
region. Students from every class at Warmambool Pamary School contributed to this mural in the art
room, with Donna Dixon, our Art Teacher, up until it's final completion and installation at the end of
Term 1, 2025.

This mural is titted “The Long Journey™ as it represents our local Abonginal Culture, the meeting and
movement of people and animals, everyday along a jouney. It also depicts a 24-hour peniod on a nice
sunny day. The top of the mural represents the hours and changes of the weather throughout one day.

The base of the mural represents the varying landscapes of our region, from the sea to sand, from
grass to native bush, from hills to wetlands, and onto our rugged lands edge.

Each of the 400 tiles within our mural, have combined to form our 20m long mural. Each tile was
created by our WPS students from Foundation to Year 6.

We look forward to “officially” opening the mural in the near future.
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Stars Foundation senior students
recently took part in an enriching
overnight cultural camp on
Gunditjmara Country.

Camping at Budj Bim (Mt Eccles
National Park), the girls set up
swags, cooked over an open
fire, explored sacred volcanic
landscapes, and encountered
native wildlife. They painted
and placed message rocks

as a gesture of respect and
appreciation, and demonstrated
teamwork while preparing
breakfast the next morning.

The group participated in traditional raffia weaving and
received educational resources highlighting the cultural
significance of Budj Bim's cultural significance, ancient
aquaculture, Gunditjmara survival, and caring for Country.

A visit to the Tae Rak Aboriginal Aquaculture Centre

gave students insight into traditional eel harvesting and
Gunditjmara resilience, followed by a bush-inspired morning
tea. The final stop in Hamilton included exploring the
Botanical Gardens and Art Gallery, where they learned about
both local and colonial histories.

The students described the experience as inspiring and
empowering, with many asking for a return trip—though
next time, theyre hoping for tents instead of swags! The
camp offered a valuable chance to slow down, connect with
nature, and strengthen cultural pride.
